Description 

One component waterproof primer for priming porous and non-porous subfloors and for 
rigidifying soft subfloor surfaces. 

WAKOL PU 280 Moisture Barrier is a premium moisture barrier for “green” concrete slabs and 
for concrete with residual moisture prior to laying wood and cork flooring.  

Moisture content from 3 to 12 pounds / 1000 sq ft / 24 hours as determined by calcium chloride 
test method or with moisture content from 75% to 90% RH (ASTM F 2170-02) can be blocked by 
one coat. 

Moisture content from 12 to 18 pounds / 1000 sq ft / 24 hours as determined by calcium chloride 
test method or with moisture content from 90% to 95% RH (ASTM F 2170-02) can be blocked by 
two coats.  

On radiant heated floors a  moisture content up to 6 pound / 1000 sq ft / 24 hours as determined 
by calcium chloride test method or a moisture content from 75% to 85% RH (ASTM F 2170-02) 
can be blocked by two coats.

Subfloors 

All surfaces shall be dry, smooth and level. They must be structurally sound, solid, well fastened, 
clean and free from dust, oil, grease, paint, wax, old adhesive. Check for curing and parting 
compounds, surface hardeners and sealers which are known to interfere with the adhesive bond to 
concrete, as well as loosely bonded toppings, primers or any other deleterious substances that may 
prevent or reduce adhesion. 

Prior to the installation check any subfloor properly according to NWFA guidelines. 

Do not use WAKOL PU 280 Moisture Barrier on subfloors with hydrostatic pressure. 

Application 

Apply WAKOL PU 280 Moisture barrier crosswise and evenly in a thin coat using a Loba Roller Micro 
# 60-80 or # 120. Avoid any puddling. Each coat must form a thin and entirely closed layer.  

Install wood flooring within 24 hours after curing of WAKOL PU 280 Moisture Barrier with WAKOL 
PU 225 Wood Flooring Adhesive, WAKOL MS 260 Wood Flooring Adhesive, firm flexible or WAKOL 
PU 250 Engineered Wood Flooring Adhesive flexible; install cork flooring with natural cork backing 
with WAKOL MS 260 Wood Flooring Adhesive, firm flexible. 

If leveling is required, apply primer WAKOL D 3073 Universal Primer, within 24 hours after curing of 
WAKOL PU 280 Moisture Barrier. Allow WAKOL D 3073 Universal Primer to dry for 1 hour prior to 
leveling. 

General Information 

Do not use primer below grade with hydrostatic pressure. Acclimatize materials during cold periods 
properly.  

Whenever possible, test areas are recommended, to ensure the suitability of the product for the 
intended use.
